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Cafodd disgyblion Blwyddyn 7 y cyfle yn ddiweddar i gwrdd & Llysgenhadon STEM sy'n gweithio fel
gwyddonwyr fforensig yn Ne Cymru. Yn ystod y sesiwn, cafodd y disgyblion eu cyflwyno i rol
gwyddoniaeth fforensig mewn ymchwiliadau troseddol ac archwilio sut mae technegau gwyddonol
yn cael eu defnyddio i ddadansoddi tystiolaeth o safleoedd troseddau.

Cymerodd y disgyblion ran mewn amrywiaeth o weithgareddau ymarferol, gan arbrofi gyda
gwahanol ddulliau olion bysedd a defnyddio technoleg arbenigol i sganio ac archwilio eu holion
bysedd eu hunain.

Year 7 students recently had the opportunity to meet with STEM Ambassadors working as forensic
scientists in South Wales. During the session, pupils were introduced to the role of forensic science
within criminal investigations and explored how scientific techniques are used to analyse evidence
from crime scenes. Students took part in a range of hands-on activities, experimenting with different
fingerprinting methods and using specialist technology to scan and examine their own fingerprints.
This practical experience helped pupils understand how fingerprints can be collected, analysed, and
used as evidence, reinforcing key scientific concepts in an engaging and memorable way. The
ambassadors, Richard and Charlotte, brought learning to life by sharing real-world examples from
their careers and explaining how science is applied in professional contexts to solve crimes. They also
highlighted the wide range of skills required in forensic science, including attention to detail, problem-
solving, teamwork, and strong analytical skills, as well as the importance of studying science at school
and beyond. Pupils were thoroughly engaged throughout the session and asked thoughtful questions
about career pathways, qualifications, and day-to-day work in forensic science. The visit provided
valuable insight into STEM careers and helped students make meaningful links between their
classroom learning and future opportunities in science-related professions.
