The event brought together cadet teams from across the country, testing their skills, teamwork, and commitment
to the values of Fire and Rescue.

Pam Roberts, Fire Safety Watch Manager, praised the group’s remarkable achievement:
 “These cadets should be incredibly proud of themselves for how they represented NWFRS at the games over the
weekend. Although they didn’t come away with a trophy, they gave 100% effort in every single challenge, and did

so with the utmost respect, teamwork and determination. What makes this even more remarkable is that they
have only been a cadet unit for eight weeks, and only decided to enter the games around 4 weeks ago—with very

limited time to prepare. They wore the NWFRS badge with genuine pride and showed maturity well beyond their
age—a credit to the service and their community.
